2.1.2 Activation 

You can evaluate ZW3D for 30 days without any limitation before the License is required. If you 

wish to operate ZW3D with full functions for more than 30 days, it must be activated. There are 

two ways to activate the software: online or offline. 

Both approaches require a Soft Key; if you do not have a Soft Key, please contact the local dealer 

from whom you purchased ZW3D 

2.1.2.1 Activating Online 

Please follow these steps to activate ZW3D online: 

(1) On the desktop, double-click the ZW3D 2010 icon to launch ZW3D 2010.  

(2) In the Activation dialog box, select License Manager, and then click Next. Alternatively, you 

can click License Manager from Windows Start menu Start<All Programs<ZWSOFT<ZW3D 

2010< License Manager.(P.2.1-8)

c. Choose ZW3D 2010 Network License Manager (Soft-Key), and then click Network 

License Configuration (Soft-Key) 

 (2) In the LMTools program, select the Service/License File tab, and then choose the 

Configuration Using Services option. (P.2.2-21)

to locate an existing log file. 

(8) Check Use Services to run the lmgrd.exe application as a service. 

(9) Check Start Server at Power Up to start lmgrd.exe automatically when the system starts.
